We will highlight expectations 
and experiences in the educational system, from 
kindergarten through post-secondary education, the 
impact of stereotypes and biases on individuals with 
visible and invisible disabilities, and potential issues 
in the workplace.  The session will incorporate 
universal design for learning principles and active 
discussion.
