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Purpose 
The purpose of this policy is to set forth the requirements applicable to all drivers of Clark University owned, 
leased, or rented vehicles or of personal vehicles while on University business. 

 
The intent of this policy is to ensure the safety of drivers, passengers, and the public as well as minimize losses, 
damages, and claims against the University. 

 
Driving a Clark University owned, leased, or rented vehicle is a privilege and the University reserves the right to 
deny or revoke the driving privileges of any driver in the event that the driver does not meet the requirements 
of this policy. 

 

Definitions 
For the purposes of this policy, a University (or Clark) vehicle is defined as a motor vehicle that is owned, leased, 
or rented by the University for University- related business.  Vehicles should not be borrowed to conduct 
University related business. 

 
Scope 
This policy applies to all faculty and staff to whom the University grants the privilege of operating a University 
vehicle. Those granted permission by a sponsoring department to operate a golf cart and/ or low speed 
vehicle (collectively referred to as ͞ ĐĂƌƚƐ͟Ϳ must also abide by a separate Golf/ Utility Cart  Policy. Students are 
only allowed to operate golf cart and/or low speed vehicles.  Undergraduate students who may be employed

Driver Eligibility 
Drivers must be at least eighteen (18) years of age, have at least one year of driving experience, and possess a
